Anfibio con aspecto de pequeno sapo, con un hocico puntiagudo,
la pupila acorazonada y el timpano apenas visible. Tiene la piel
brillante, salpicada de pequefas verrugas y su patron de colo-
racion es muy variable, con tonos ocres, marrones o grisaceos.

Es una especie andaluza de distribucién muy restringida, por
lo que se encuentra protegida por la Directiva de Habitats de la
Unidn Europea y por el Convenio de Berna de Conservacion de
laVida Silvestre. Ademas, ha sido incorporado al Listado de Es-
pecies Silvestres en Régimen de Proteccion Especial del Minis-
terio de Medio Ambiente.

Para mejorar los habitats de reproduccion de este anfibio den-
tro del Caminito del Rey se ha recuperado un pequeno humedal
en la zona del Valle del Hoyo.

SPANISH PAINTED FROG
DISCOGLOSSUS JEANNEAE

The Spanish painted frog is a medium-sized amphibian. It has a
sharp-pointed snout, heart-shaped pupils, and an almost invisi-
ble tympanum. Its skin is shiny with a scattering of small warts
and a varied colour pattern with ochres, browns and greys.

This species has a very limited distribution in Andalusia, which
has led to it being included in the Habitats Directive of the Eu-

ropean Union, and the Bern Convention on the Conservation of
European Wildlife and Natural Habitats. It has also been inclu-
ded in the List of Wild Species under Special Protection issued
by the Ministry for the Environment.

A small wetland zone has been restored in the Valle del Hoyo at
Caminito del Rey, in order to improve the breeding habitats of
this frog.
